Abstract

This spatial analysis of Thailand social vulnerability, aims to study the social vulnerability
of each province in Thailand. The study is conducted by using survey research and mathematical
equations to create a social vulnerability index. The results of the study find that human progress
in most provinces, around 35.1 percent, are between 0.630-0.650. Social and economic factors,
household debt in most provinces, around 40.3 percent, are between 0.48-0.65. The Divorce in
most provinces, around 41.6 percent, are between 0.93-1.26. The Accident death in most
provinces, around 49.4 percent, are between 0.04-0.23. The Public utility factors, including to the
number-of doctors in most provinces, around 50.6 percent, is between 0.07-0.26, the industrial
promotion zones of most provinces, around 85.7 percent, are between 0.00-0.20, and the special
economic development zones of most provinces, around.50.6 percent, are between 0.00-0.20.
When integrating all 3 factors together, the vulnerability index of each province is between 0.61-
1.35. The 10 provinces with the highest vulnerability index are Loei, Maha Sarakham, Chai Nat,
Uttaradit, Sakon Nakhon, Nonthaburi, Nong Bua Lamphu, Phichit, Phetchabun, and Surin. Agencies
related to the development and strengthening of the people should intervene in all 5 areas and

promote economic development in other appropriate forms, in addition to industrial



development and the creation of special economic zones. While Chachoengsao, Rayong,
Narathiwat, Songkhla, and Khon Kaen, which have relatively low social vulnerability values, they
should prevent problems that may arise from debt, divorce, and accidental deaths, and promote
greater strength.
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
